This art installation was built by Columbus based artist and Sharon native, Walter
Herrmann as well as regional high school students as a reflective space built entirely
out of natural materials. This installation is lit by our memorial torch bearers and
serves as a place where anyone can add their “light to the night.” In celebration or
memory of a loved one, a dedication or special note can be written on a luminary
and placed in the installation. This artwork acts as a complement to the bonfires on
the river.

Throughout the evening there are featured live performances on the State Street
Bridge including the beautiful vocals of Angela Grace and fire performances by Ohio
Burn Unit. Take some time to explore the many vendors and activities throughout
the city and then revisit the serene embers of WaterFire Sharon later in the evening.
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
